The town lies approximately 43 miles south of
Edinburgh, 25 miles west of Berwick-upon-Tweed
and 70 miles north of Newcastle upon Tyne.  The
Borders Railway at Tweedbank, reachable in around
30 minutes, provides a direct rail link to Edinburgh,
making Kelso an attractive choice for commuters and
those seeking a balance between rural tranquillity
and city convenience.  Altogether, Kelso offers an
exceptional quality of life, combining natural beauty,
r ich her i tage, strong community spir i t  and
outstanding leisure opportunities in one of the
Borders’ most sought-after locations.
